selfish nor snobbish but rather kind and gentle she extends her friendship to ermengarde the
school dunce to lottie a four year old pupil given to tantrums and to becky the lowly stunted

fourteen year old scullery maid when sara acquires the epithet princess she embraces its

celebrated at miss minchin s with a lavish party attended by all her friends and classmates just
